Gel/1.1 Location Knowledge

Gel/l.1a name and locate the world’s 7 continents and 5 oceans

Gel/l.4b use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and
directional language to describe the location of features and routes on a map

Gel/l.4c use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic
human and physical features; devise a simple map; and use and construct basic symbols in a key

and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.

Ge2/1.1a locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on Europe (including the location of
Russia) and North and South America, concentrating on their environmental regions, key physical
and human characteristics, countries, and major cities

their identifying human and physical characteristics, key topographical features (including hills,
mountains, coasts and rivers), and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects
have changed over time

Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic
Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including day and night)
