e Logintolessonson time

e Stay logged on throughout the lesson

e Wear headphones when listening to lessons

e Be polite and sensible at all times

e Only use the message facility for work related queries

e Do not record / video / screenshot / copy any part of the lesson

e Work as independently as possible and message / contact teacher if struggling

e Complete work to best of your ability

e Whilst adults should not leave children at home alone, once logged on, they should not sitin on
their children’s lessons

e No eating during lessons

e Unless instructed otherwise, microphones are to remain on mute

e No messaging other pupils unless instructed

e The screen should be facing the pupil throughout the lesson

e Be fully clothed (not in nightwear)

e All other devices are to be switched off in the room you are working from
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e If experiencing difficulty accessing lessons, with devices or with internet connection, contact the
school office

e FEach afternoon: read, practise times tables and learn spellings

e Break times must be observed, they are designed to give pupils a break from screen time

e Breaks should be used for toileting and eating snacks
