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The census is a survey collecting information
from every household in the country. It can
be used to focus on specific people and
places or to identify changes in a particular
household over a period of time. It contains

information such as the names of people
living in a household, their ages,

occupations, places of birth, their
relationship to the head of household and
the number of rooms in a dwelling.

Old maps or
plans of the
local area show
what it was

and allow you
to identify how
your local area
has changed.
